Not an exclamation from a 1940s movie, but another Jmajo
previously. The o0Swell divisiondéd is an enclosed O0Oboxdé| whi
way of controlling the volume by a foot pedal which activates shutters which open and close. Dramatic or subtle
crescendo effects can be realized with this feature. The other divisions, the Great and Pedal are unenclosed.
The volume is determined by which and how many pipes are sounding as was the case with the previous entire
gallery organ. Most organs have had a Swell division since the mid 19 ™ century.
