Sunday evening, the Missions Ministry reviewed thirty-four applications for Mayfest funding. The total 

amount requested from these agencies equaled $201,000. We are anticipating a successful Mayfest and hope to 

be able to grant $40,000. These were indeed tough decisions. While few of the requests can be funded in full, 

the Ministry did determine that thirteen of these agencies met our criteria for funding, and we came up with a 

budget of $39,920. If the Session approves funding these agencies, then this will be our goal for Mayfest. Last 

year, we fell short of our $40,000 goal and had to prorate our giving. Our prayer is that this year will be more 

successful. 

You can help make our Mayfest goal a reality by giving to our Yard Sale, Plant Sale, Bake Sale and Live 

and Silent Auctions. In addition, you can volunteer your time to help price, arrange, and sell items. You can 

also help by purchasing the five chicken dinner tickets that will be sent to you by mail. We know that not all of 

you need five tickets for your family, but our hope is that out of your benevolent spirit, you will send the $35 

and then gift the extra tickets to your friends and neighbors to encourage them to come to the Yard Sale. If you 

are unable to donate items or help work, a donation to Mayfest for Missions would be an appropriate way for 

you to participate. Please give so we can give. The fact that so many agencies are asking for money this year is 

evidence that every non-profit in Pitt County is struggling. Letôs do our part to help them out.
