Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 

Let me give you an update from the Associate Pastor Nominating 

Committee (APNC). This committee has reviewed approximately twenty-five 

personal information forms from candidates. The committee also reviewed 

the Associate Pastor job description in light of other staff changes at the 

church and recommended to the Session, and the Session approved, that the 

time for the position will be split 60% for youth and 40% for other pastoral 

functions such as preaching, teaching and pastoral care. In light of this 

change, the committee set as one of its criteria to find someone with 2-5 years 

of experience in pastoral ministry if possible. 

For some of the candidates, this would be their first call. For others, it 

would be their second. The committee is now in the process of inviting 

candidates to Greenville for on-site interviews, having conducted telephone 

interviews. Please know that the APNC is going about its task prayerfully, 

seeking the will of God for this person and our church, and that the members 

of the committee covet your prayers as well. 

Once a candidate is chosen, the next step is for them to be examined and 

approved by the Presbyteryôs Committee on Ministry, then voted on by the 

Presbytery, and finally brought to the congregation for your vote. The 

committeeôs hope is to have someone in place by the beginning of summer.
